For this reason, most matches
will now start at 7pm, with the exception of twdsols that preferred the traditional 7:30
pm start time.

Upon request, the School District of Gilmantondquired to evaluate a child for eligibility for spa& education serviceA re-
guest for evaluation is known as a referflhen the district receives a referral, the distnigt appoint an Individualized Educa-
tion Program (IEP) team to determine if the chiéd la disability, and if the child needs specialcation services. The district
locates, identifies, and evaluates all childrerhwdisabilities who are enrolled by their parentgiiivate (including religious)
schools, elementary schools and secondary scheeaseld in the school district.

A physician, nurse, psychologist, social workeradministrator of a social agency who reasonablig¥®es a child brought to
him or her for services is a child with a disapilitas a legal duty to refer the child, includingamneless child, to the school dis-
trict in which the child resides. Before referrithg child, the person making the referral mustrimf the child's parent that the
referral will be made.

Others, including parents, who reasonably beliegkild is a child with a disability may also rete child, including a homeless
child, to the school district in which the childsiges.

Referrals must be in writing and include the reasby the person believes the child is a child waittiisability. A referral may
be made by contacting Shyre Mann, School Psychstlogchool District of Gilmanton, at 715/946-3168by writing her at P.Q.

Student Records Policy (WI Statute 118.125)

Student records are maintained in the interedt@ttudent to assist the school in providing apjaitgeducational experiences.
Student records shall include all records relatingn individual student other than notes or resondintained for personal uses by teachers or
other certified personnel which are not availablethers, and records necessary for and availaiyet@ persons involved in psychological
treatment of a student.

Progress recordsnaintained by the school include a statement ofsas taken by the student, the student's grduesfudent's extra-
curricular activities and attendance record. Pregrecords will be kept fdive yearsafter the student ceases to be enrolled in theasctistrict.

Behavioral recordsnaintained by the school include all student rdsarther than progress records. Behavioral reagiltlbe de-
stroyedone yearafter the date the student graduated from orshded the school, unless the student and/ontpguerdian gives permission
that the records may be maintained for a longepgef time.

All records are kept confidential except to an adtudent, a parent of a minor student, or a lggatdian of a minor student. These
persons, upon request, will be shown the behaviecairds. A qualified school district person musipbesent to explain and interpret the re-
cords.

Student records relating to a specific student $leafransferred to another school district upareigt of written notice from an adult
student or the parent/guardian of a minor studwattthe student intends to enroll in other schoaahool district, or upon written notice from
the other school or school district that the studias enrolled.

Student records are classified into the followingee categories: a) directory data; b) progressrdsc c) behavioral records. Gener-
ally, student records remain confidential and aresabject to release without the written permisgiban adult student or the parent/guardians
of a minor student.
