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 With the fall colors arriving, we are also quickly nearing the end of the 1st quar-
ter.  Fall sports are heading into the playoffs and in no time, winter sports - along with cold 
weather - will be upon us.  Late October is also the time for the WKCE State assess-
ment.  However, this is the last year that we will administer the English & math tests in the 
fall as we begin the transition to the new Smarter Balanced Assessment online testing to be 
done in the spring.  Additionally, I would like to remind you that on our school website under 
the Current Student link, we have links to an ACT Test prep site, the World Book online, and 

some other helpful resources that can assist your child.  Make sure you check it out! 
 
 For  the second year, school district report cards in Wisconsin were publicly released.  
The results from the WKCE were disseminated to three “schools” within the district:  Elemen-
tary (grades 3-4), Middle School (grades 5-8), and High School (grade 10).  On these reports 
our elementary received a score of “Exceeding Expectations”, while our middle & high school 
received a “Not Rated”.  Two reasons were listed for a not rated score; if there were too few 
students for accountability determinations, or because the school was new.  We do have the 
small class sizes, and though we are not technically a new school, this past school year we re-
classified the high school from a 5-12 school to a 5-8 middle school and 9-12 high school.  We 
will continue to monitor all assessment data, and use it to strive for continual improvement at 
Gilmanton Schools. 
 
 I would like to recognize a few recent student-centered activities within our 
school.  The volleyball team continued its yearly Dig Pink Event to promote and fundraise for 
breast cancer. The team, in collaboration with the UW-EC Blugold Women’s Volleyball Team, 
raises money that stays within the Chippewa Valley.  The Lady Panthers proudly presented a 
check for $1790.25 to the American Cancer Society.  On October 7, our National Honor Soci-
ety members led a variety of activities with middle school students to promote the national 
Stomp Out Bullying campaign.  In support of drug prevention and awareness, Gilmanton High 
School students who are also involved in the Buffalo County Partnership Council kicked off 
Red Ribbon Week activities on October 22.  Finally, various 11th and 12th grade band and choir 
members will participate in the Dairyland Conference Honors Band & Choir.  A selection of 
students from all of our conference schools gather to rehearse for a combined concert under the 
direction of guest conductors.  It is a great experience for our students to participate with stu-
dents from other schools.  The concert is open to the public and will be held at the Whitehall 
High School on November 9 at 7 p.m.  These activities are a few of the opportunities that help 
to facilitate a well-rounded education for our students. 
 
 In closing, I’d like to remind you that students will be dismissed at 12:05 on Thursday, 
November 7, in preparation for Parent-Teacher Conferences, which will be held from 12:45 
p.m. – 8:00 p.m.  Please look for your elementary – 7th grade student to bring home an appoint-
ment notice.  Conferences for 8-12 grade students will be given on a walk-in basis.   
 
 And finally, as those leaves that I mentioned earlier begin to drop from the trees, please 
make note of the television and radio stations that we notify for weather-related school delays 
and closings printed in this issue.
